	Racialized Group* (Essential)

Due to the inherent complexity of race identity, a person's association with a racialized group is through self-identification.

The collection of race-based data should involve community engagement to mitigate the risk of harm to individuals and communities, and to ensure the safe and appropriate use of the data.
