Request logical model / pattern ○

Task is the mechanism in FHIR to cross the boundary between a request and an event.  It tracks the fulfilment of the request○

Task status of the request itself  (cancelled, suspended, etc), as well as a business status (e.g. lab specimen collected, processed, etc)○

Communication patterns - many options for managing workflow (with/out Task) ○

The 'Workflow' section of the FHIR STU3 (hl7.org/fhir/workflow-module.html) contains the resources and guidance on their usage:-

The status of the ReferralRequest resource is always in control of the Placer (the Placer decides when the order has been sat isfactorily completed)-

Authority analagous to DNS for routing to endpoints:   Lloyd is not familiar with this (the Endpoint resource is meant to enable a trusted registry of endpoints)-

Besides for Endpoint, Healthcare Service resource to describes the business/clinical service offered (at that Endpoint)-
